AGREEMENT FOR CONTRACTOR’S SERVICES

In addition to any terms and conditions which appear on the Quote or Estimate, including the price (“the Agreed Price”) the Customer and the Contractor agree as follows:

1. OPTIONAL In consideration for the payment of the Agreed Price the Contractor agrees to carry out the Works with due diligence and with all reasonable speed in a proper and workmanlike manner by . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . (add completion date if required).

2. This Agreement incorporates the description of Works and any goods and materials in the Quote or Estimate.

3. The Contractor will not be responsible for any changes in the character of the Property (between the date when the Contractor inspected the Property for the purposes of preparing his Quote or Estimate and the date when the Works began), which may affect their performance of the contract (whether reasonably foreseeable or not). And the customer shall indemnify the Contractor against any costs or damages, which may arise as a result of any such changes.

4. The Customer shall give the Contractor access to the Property to carry out the Works at all reasonable times.

5. The Customer agrees to provide the Contractor with a plan of all pipes, wires and conduits on the Property on or before the date of this agreement, failing which the Customer shall be liable for any costs or damages which may result from the Contractor’s actions or their agents and sub-contractors on the Property and shall agree to indemnify the Contractor accordingly.

6. The Contractor will use materials supplied by the Customer on the strict understanding that the Customer accepts that the Contractor has no responsibility with regard to advising the Customer on their quality or suitability for building purposes. Any losses or damages, which may flow from the use of defective materials, will be the sole responsibility of the Customer.

7. OPTIONAL The Contractor’s fees shall be paid in xx instalments, with payment due on

Date 2 etc

The Customer has 14 days to dispute or otherwise to pay an Instalment Invoice. Should the Customer fail to pay the invoice, the Contractor may advise the Customer by letter that they will cease work without further obligation. In that event the Customer will be deemed to be entirely satisfied with the performance of the Contractor and to accept full responsibility for the site and to indemnify the Contractor against any claims or actions arising.

8. Ownership to any goods supplied and paid for by the Contractor or their agents, whether installed or not, shall not pass to the Customer until all invoices for goods and services supplied have been paid in full.

9. Time shall not be of the essence of this agreement unless the Customer sends a letter to this effect giving the Contractor no later than 14 days’ notice to comply with any terms including the completion date.

10. OPTIONAL  In the event that the Works do not finish on any date anticipated in this Agreement and the delay is entirely due to the actions or omissions on the part of the Customer or their agents or tenants, the Customer will (whether formally demanded or not) indemnify the Contractor for any loss of earnings as a result of the delay (whether proved or not) which is agreed at x% of the Contractor’s invoice (plus VAT) for each day or part of a day the Contractor remains obliged to remain on site after the Completion Date. 

11. OPTIONAL The Customer agrees to pay for any increase in the price of the materials between the date of the Quote or Estimate and the date of the commencement of the works subject to the Contractor proving the invoice. 

12. If the Customer requires additional work to be carried out by the Contractor, the parties shall negotiate the costs and time required for them to be carried out with a view to reaching an agreement. The Contractor shall not be obliged to carry out any additional work unless and until the parties have agreed the costs and time in writing. 

13. It is the responsibility of the Customer to obtain the consents required from any authority or any other party for the proposed work. Notwithstanding anything the Contractor may have said, written or done, the Customer accepts that the Contractor has no role or responsibility whatsoever in this respect. 

14. Notwithstanding any other provision of this agreement, nothing herein shall confer, nor is it intended to confer, a benefit on any third party for the purposes of the Contract (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 or for any other purpose.

15. The arbitration of a single arbitrator (who the President shall appoint, failing agreement or a vice-president of the RICS) shall determine any dispute or difference arising out of or in connection with this agreement. 

16. The law of England and Wales shall cover this agreement.
